Y'&.%) Eligibility for Social Security Disability
DWD nsurance (SSDI) Recipients

Due to a recent federal court order that found that a state statute was contrary to federal law, some
individuals who were ineligible for Wisconsin unemployment benefits because they received Social
Security Disability Insurance (SSDI) benefits may now be eligible for unemployment benefits. This
includes new claims for unemployment benefits and for past unemployment benefits under certain
circumstances:

Under the court order, you may receive past Wisconsin unemployment benefits if you meet eligibility
requirements AND if, from September 8, 2015, through July 29, 2025, you:

[ filed an initial claim for unemployment benefits in Wisconsin but were denied because you
received SSDI benéfits;
OR

1 had to repay unemployment benefits in Wisconsin because you received SSDI benefits.

If you fit the above, call the Help Center at (414) 435-7069 or toll-free (844) 910-3661 during business
hours. The Wisconsin Department of Workforce Development (DWD) will send you a notice by mail at
the address you last provided to DWD. DWD is working to resolve these claims, but please note that
claim processing will take time.

If you received federal Pandemic Unemployment Assistance (PUA):

e you are not eligible for both PUA and regular unemployment benefits due to federal law;

e PUA claims were paid at a higher rate than regular unemployment benefits; and

o for those reasons, additional unemployment benefits will not be paid for weeks you already
received PUA payments.
